	Open Forum

No residents attended the open forum.

1. AS reported that a resident had passed on details of an event that they wanted to promote in the village. It is an exhibition of earth, water and fire by York and District Guild of weavers, spinners and dyers in the church on 11-13 July. Any help on Friday with moving equipment welcomed and assistance for refreshments over the weekend will be welcomed. It was agreed that the event will be promoted in the newsletter and leaflets left in the church and shop.
2.  BOD queried if there was any feedback on the trucks on the road coming past the entrance of the quarry. It was agreed that a letter be sent to the manager highlighting that residents had raised concerns.

	Matters arising from the minutes
Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting were considered:

1. Parish Clerk T&C (1405.05)

 LW circulated draft terms and conditions for consideration and left the meeting whilst this item was discussed. It was agreed that the terms and conditions be adopted pending comments from Any Burton to  ensure that it was clear that they were based on pro-rata calculations to reflect the part time hours worked. Amended version to be sent to AS.
2. Process for raising matters with the Parish Council (1405.05)

LW circulated a copy of a draft process for residents to contact the parish council for consideration. The need to hold an Annual Parish Meeting in addition to the Annual General Meeting was discussed.   It was agreed that details of the process be published on the website and on notices. An APM is to be held on 8th September 2014 at 7.30pm.
3. Flagpole (1405.05)

AS reported on progress with arrangements. Noted.
4. Village picnic and Sponsored walk (1405.05)

There was a discussion about sorting out logistics for the various walks and arrangements for the picnic.

It was agreed that a draft newsletter be produced by AS and circulated to all for comments and additional copy by the end of the week so that it could be finalised and published this month.
